Smoothening the transition to Primary 1

1. Transition is the 

process in which a 

child moves into a 

new environment

2. When moving from 

pre-school to primary, 

a child will have to 

adapt to unfamiliar 

setting and routines

When your child has transited well, 

he/she will:

• Feel safe and comfortable in the 

new environment 

• Be able to manage daily 

challenges 

• Be able reach out to teachers and/ 

or peers for support when needed



How can you prepare 
your child for Primary 1?
